8 is a great victory which The Atlantic Club recorded on
bshnlf of Bulgaria, and a step towards the full integration
of the Club and the country within the structures of NATO and
the other Euro-Atlantic organisations. Moreover, this is a
step forward in developping the bilateral relations between
my country and members of the Alliance.

Thank you very much for all efforts that you spared on our
application. You did your best for us to receive the British
and not only the British support, and we did. So, this

our joint success.

Association.

Mr Williams also assures me that he will be lobbying the American
delegation, whose leader, Mr W Tapley "Tap" Bennett, is a good
friend of his. Mr Williams has high hopes that the Americans and
the British will be voting together on this issue. I have told
him that, as a result of conversations I had in Antalya, he is
free to use the fact that both Mr Manfred Worner, the Secretary
General of NATO, and Mr Peter Corterier, Secretary of the
Atlantic Assembly, warmly support your Club’s admission to full
membership of the Association.

If you think there is anything else I can usefully do to help
your cause along, please be sure to let me know.

I enjoyed very much making your acquaintance in Antalya, and hope
it will not be many months before we meet again, in either
Bulgaria or the UK. My wife, too, sends her best wishes.
